The town replaced 16 valves at once; can’t isolate; next ay using valves immediately. Water turned off at 10:30pm on October 4, 2023. Another bank of valves/other side of railroad tracks; fire suppression/ISO rating 9insurance) lower number yields lower payments. Stormwater-move water in town out. Councilmember Knight asked if water could be turned off on different sides of town and not the entire town. Asphalt paved over valves- effective and functioning. Lines found that can get better quality and pressure for water flow. Lines would be identified and replaced as necessary. Galvanized line-PVC pipe.
